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Happy Mew Year! Thank you all for this last year. HHHS is what it is because
of the people who support our cause and efforts. Being an "open-door” shelter is no easy
task, but we believe it is important to be here to provide animals with a home rather than
seeing them abandoned, fending for themselves. Open-door shelters are resources to com-
munities for controlling health and safety issues with animals. Removing dangerous and
sick animals from the streets, helps protect the community from disease and keep people
safe.

In 2011, we admitted 7 888 animals (down by 795 the year before). We reunited 932 pets with their owners and

~ adopted 1,601. We also significantly increased our transfers to other shelters and rescues. Euthanasia decreased
this year by 11% and we will continue to work to make this statistic lower. We hope one day to become a shelter
that doesn't have enough animals and we have to transfer them in from shelters that have too many.

The progress at our new shelter is very exciting. The potential it has to offer (increased space and adoptions, re-
duction of euthanasia, location, new outreach programs, etc.) is overwhelming. We have implemented our new
Petiquette training classes in the west side Engagement Room. The classes are heavily attended and rave reviews
from students have made them quite popular. In the future, we are planning seminars on such topics as Pet First
Aid, grieving the loss of a pet, and pet ownership. Research has shown that if pet owners and pets are happy, the
_animals are less likely to be relinquished to a shelter.

. At our new shelter, we are also planning to expand our volunteer program. Once open, | want to invite every senior
citizen to come to HHHS to walk in our indoor facility with a shelter dog. Through this form of volunteering, you may
find a special pet and help our adoptions increase. We will host children’s birthday parties and invite service groups
to come to the shelter for programs and tours. Customer service will improve with five new adoption stations com-
pared to our current one, and seven new Get-Acquainted rooms compared to our current two. There is a significant
increase in kennels and display areas for both dogs and cats. Their new living quarters will be heated and cooled
along with filtered air in each section. A new veterinary clinic for the shelter will become our resource for adopting

healthier pets.
