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When my family moved to Topeka o, one of the first outings we made was to
HHHS. It was a busy Saturday afterncon at the shelter. We walked through the kennels and
saw the dog that we wanted to meet and perhaps take home. After waiting out turn, we went
into a Get-Acquainted room to meet the black and white cocker spaniel. Turns out, this was
just the perfect dog for my family! \We did all the paperwork, paid the adoption fee and
headed home with our new cocker spaniel. She was a stray so we didn't much about her.

" Her age was estimated between 4 and 5 years and she was already spayed. The first order of business was to
choose a name, “Pepper’. The second order of business was to establish our feeding routine. That evening, |

- opened her bag of food and immediately had Pepper's attention. So, | said something like, “Well, hello Pepper.
Would you like to sit for a treat?” and she sat down! The girls in our house were 10, 7 and 4 at the time. Their eyes
got really big and three little voices said, “WWow dad! You're a good trainer!”. | proceeded, “Pepper, can you shake?"
and low and behold, her right paw went up and we shook. Again, “Wow dad! You are a really good dog trainer!”.
One more try, food kibble in hand, | said, "Pepper, can you speak?” and bark she did! By this time, the young ladies
in my house were totally convinced | was the dog trainer of the year! Even in the excitement of moving this wonder-
ful dog into our house, | couldn't help but wonder why her owners didn't come looking for her at the shelter. They
had obviously invested a great deal of themselves in her.

And then the time comes when you must do what you have to do. After 11 years, life had caught up with Pepper. :
. Through the years, she gave us so much - she listened to everything that was told to her, she never told our secrets, . =

_ she helped with homework, she supported my taking a new job at the shelter for her friends, she was exactly what
we hoped she would be for our family - a true member of our family. It was tough to put her to sleep. We had qui-
etly hoped she would simply pass away of old age, but, in her own way, she told us that she needed a little help. It
was so hard, but it was the right thing to do even for this “good” trainer.

HHHS is full of the kind of animals that will give you years of love. Today, we continue to work and encourage eve-
ryone to contribute to the new shelter. It will be a wonderful new resource center for the area and it will give HHHS a
new opportunity to increase its outreach and educational programs, including training classes to help you become
- the best trainer! We will have more space and services that we simply don’t have room for in the current facility. \We
need $2.7 million to finish the project debt free. There is no mortgage on the building and everything completed in-
side is paid for.

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Abbey came to us when she was a puppy. We adopted
her from a local pet store where she had been for several |
months. She was very thin and underweight with dry
skin. After already failing one adoption, Abbey had re-
source guarding issues and was labeled as having be-
havioral problems. Her problems were resolved after
coming into our home, joining our pack, and becoming
part of our family!

One of our earliest experiences was walking with her and our other dogs in the morn-
ing. She did not especially like walking with the other dogs, preferring instead my com-
panionship. So we would head back to the house early and just spend time with each
other. These early experiences revealed to us how much Abbey loved contact with
people, and how sensitive she was to the human — animal bond.

When Abbey was two years old, we went through the Delta Society Pet Partner
evaluation process for us to be registered as pet partners. This began Abbey's journey
as a visiting dog. Carolyn and | visited with her for several years, until | began using
her in my work as licensed mental health professional. For the last two years, she has
worked with me as a “co-therapist” in my practice.

In this capacity, one story especially comes to mind. | was working with a young man
struggling to adjust to the breakup of his parents. | thought Abbey was not being espe-
cially helpful until | realized that the young man was opening up. With Abbey present,
he was able to give voice to these thoughts and feelings. Abbey opened up the con-
versation by providing him the support he needed.

| also use Abbey to assist with children’s messages at the church | pastor. In a recent
Trinity Sunday message, | used Abbey, along with our HHHS adopted Coonhound,
Sita, and our daughter's Rat Terrier, Jaxs. The point was - three dogs, each unique;
sharing a single mission, to reveal God's love and comfort.

Abbey doesn't just love people though. She also enjoys
playing with our other dogs. She especially likes to chew
the ears of our youngest Golden, Maggie. She likes all
kinds of treats, particularly the stinky ones! She knows
how to shake hands, as long as there's a treat waiting for
her! Really, Abbey’'s greatest gift is her sensitivity and
connection to people.
